3. HAZARDSIDENTIFICATION

EMERGENCY OVERVIEW: Colorless, volatile liquid with ethereal and faint sweetish odor.
Non-flammable material. Overexposure may cause dizziness and loss of concentration. At
higher levels, CNS depression and cardiac arrhythmia may result from exposure. Vapors
displace air and can cause asphyxiation in confined spaces. At higher temperatures, (>250°C),
decomposition products may include Hydrochloric Acid (HCI), Hydrofluoric Acid (HF) and
carbony! halides.

POTENTIAL HEALTH HAZARDS

SKIN: Irritation would result from adefatting action on tissue. Liquid contact could cause frosthite.
EYES: Liquid contact can cause severeirritation and frostbite. Mist may irritate.
INHALATION:  Genetron MP39islow in acute toxicity in animals. When oxygen levelsin air are reduced to 12-14%

by displacement, symptoms of asphyxiation, loss of coordination, increased pulse rate and deeper
respiration will occur. At high levels, cardiac arrhythmiamay occur.
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INGESTION: Ingestion is unlikely because of the low boiling point of the material. Should it occur, discomfort in the
gastrointestinal tract from rapid evaporation of the materia and consequent evolution of gas would result.
Some effects of inhalation and skin exposure would be expected.

4. FIRST AID MEASURES

SKIN:  Promptly flush skin with water until all chemical isremoved. If thereis evidence of frostbite, bathe (do not rub) with
lukewarm (not hot) water. |f water is not available, cover with a clean, soft cloth or similar covering. Get medical
attention if symptoms persist.

EYES. Immediately flush eyes with large amounts of water for at least 15 minutes (in case of frostbite water should be
lukewarm, not hot) lifting eyelids occasionally to facilitateirrigation. Get medical attention if symptoms persist.

INHALATION: Immediately remove to fresh air. If breathing has stopped, give artificia respiration. Use oxygen as
required, provided a qualified operator is available. Get medica attention. Do not give epinephrine
(adrendine).

INGESTION: Ingestion is unlikely because of the physical properties and is not expected to be hazardous. Do not induce
vomiting unless instructed to do so by a physician.

7. HANDLING AND STORAGE

NORMAL HANDLING: (Always wear recommended persona protective equipment.)

Do not puncture or drop cylinders, expose them to
open flame or excessive heat. Use authorized cylinders only. Follow standard safety precautions for handling and use of
compressed gas cylinders,

Genetron MP39 should not be mixed with air above atmospheric pressure for leak testing or any other purpose. See Section

STORAGE RECOMMENDATIONS;
Store in a cool, well-ventilated area of low firerisk and out of direct sunlight. Protect cylinder and its fittings from physical
damage. Storagein subsurface locations should be avoided. Close valvetightly after use and when empty.
